Basin, the Huzzah and Courtois Creek Basins, and part of the Current
River Basin near Blue Spring.
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The study area for the exploration area includes the former Prospecting Permit Application Area (PPAA),
the upper Eleven Point River Basin, and part of the Current River Basin near Big Spring.
